"Representative office': a representative office is an office headed by one or more foreign or Indonesian citizens appointed by a foreign company or joint venture company located
outside of Indonesia as its representative, with aims to:

a. Beincharge of the company's business or its affiliated companies, and/or;

b. Prepare establishment and expansion of foreign capital investment companies, either located in Indonesia and/or in other countries.

"Contract Management": a contract organised under Indonesian law in the form of cooperation on management of temporary nature between Indonesian (national) capital and foreign
capital.

“Business Visitor”: a natural person of a Party seeking to enter or stay in the territory of another Party temporarily, whose remuneration and financial support for the duration of the visit is
derived from outside of that other Party:
